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BATTERIES
Radio:

Insert 4 “AA” batteries into the bottom of the radio.

Vehicle:
1. Unplug the battery and remove it from the vehicle.
2. Plug the charger into any USB port or USB adapter with an output
> 1A (not included, use part DIDP1125 as an optional accessory).
The LED on the charger will be solid red while the battery is
charging. The LED will switch to solid green when charging is
completed.

Throttle Dual Rate (Speed Limiter)
