Screw in the transmitter antenna and install the “AA”
batteries. Check to make sure the red power light glows
when turning the switch “on”.
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Install (8) new "AA" batteries

Install the antenna to the chassis. Secure excess wire to the
tube using tape. DO NOT CUT THE ANTENNA WIRE!!!

Route the antenna
through the chassis
and then through the tube.

Remove the clip and lift the battery strap. Install the
charged battery pack into the chassis and reinstall the
battery strap and clip. Plug the battery into the connector
on the Electronic Speed Control. ALWAYS DISCONNECT
THE BATTERY PLUGS WHEN FINISHED RUNNING.

To make your Evader drive in a straight line, you may
need to adjust the steering trim knob located on the
transmitter. Adjust the dual rate knob to increase or
decrease the steering travel. When first learning to drive,
adjust the dual rate knob for less steering travel. As you
get to be a better driver, adjust the dual rate knob for
more steering travel.
